For your Arts in Education Committee, what is your selection process for bringing programming to the school? Does the staff or administrators drive the process of identifying programming, or does your PTA Committee take the lead role? 

It really depends on the program.  We definitely listen to the principal and staff but the PTA also comes up with a lot of the ideas for programming.

It is done by the chairs of the arts in ed committee (this year there are 3 of us). We try to get some new acts each year but also bring back artists that we know are great. We also will use artists again that we have used in the past but haven't used in the last few years.


Do you bring programming in for the entire student body or grade-specific? ‘
Again it depends on the programming.  We have done the entire student body but our principle really likes a smaller setting.  Sometimes we do K-2nd and 3rd-5th.  This year we are focusing on small groups for our PTA programs.

Both! We do ask each artist if they have grade preferences

When do you schedule them? On early release days only, or on other days now that there are fewer early release days? Combination?
